Search and request to save results

When prompted, choose: Save (to hard drive)
Launch EndNote application

Choose “Import...” from the File Menu

At next dialog box, use “choose file” to locate
saved file and “import option” to select the
correct filter for the database and vendor
Click “Import” to load citations into EndNote
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
